CHOOSE SAFETY OVER CONVENIENCE.   
PROTECT ALL OUR CHILDREN 

 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
· Wet days mean more traffic and less visibility.  Extra care and patience is 

needed.  Use your lights, bring an umbrella and be prepared to walk further 
than usual to pick up your child.  Better to catch a cold than collect a car. 

 
· Never call children across from the other side of the road.  Excited children 

often dash out onto the road forgetting to look for traffic.  Children cannot 
accurately judge traffic speed. 

 
· Never stop on yellow lines or double park around the school, no matter how 

briefly.  Doing this means blocking the view for both children and motor-
ists.  You could be responsible for injuring a child. 

 
· Insist your children get in and out of the car safely.  The safest door is the 

kerbside door.  Using this will keep them out of the traffic flow. 
 
· Park safely and walk to the school gate to pick up or deliver your child.  It’s 

nice to chat with other parents but children quickly become bored with 
adult talk so keep it brief and hold on to little hands. 

 
· Why not walk to and from school with your child.  It’s the perfect opportu-

nity to demonstrate safe behaviour and it is good for you and your environ-
ment.  One less car at the gate means it’s safer for other children too. 

 
· Children will copy your example, good or bad.  Set a good example by  
     always using safe crossing areas.  Always respect the school patrol and  
      traffic wardens. 
 
· Children don’t expect to see cars on their footpath.  If you have to turn into 

a driveway, use extreme care. 
 
· A good cycle helmet should be standards approved, be the correct size, be 

brightly coloured for visibility, have undamaged inner shell and outer shell.
